Ticklebelly also
bakes a line of individually packaged gourmet cupcakes, decadent molten cakes, silky cheese-
cakes, and delectable infused cakes.

The company plans to purchase and renovate a building on Jones Street near Pembroke Elemen-
tary School that over the years since 1991 has housed Daniels Bakery, Mrs. Smith Bakery, and
George’s Food, said Greg Cummings, Robeson County’s industrial development director. The
Pembroke bakery will be the company’s third.

Illya Chavis Lindsey was one of the special guests to
hear author and acclaimed educator Dr. Ben Chavis
at the Main Reading Room of UNC Pembroke’s Mary
Livermore Library on Tuesday, March 15,

Dr. Chavis’ appearance marks the final event of the
Elmer Hunt Photo Collection discussion series. His
topic was public school education and special guests
was retired teachers of Robeson County.

There was the Hunt collection of more than 50,000
digitized photos. The late EImer Hunt was a commu-
nity and university photographer for nearly 50 years and his collection is a remarkable community
treasure.

A Pembroke native and former UNCP faculty member, Dr. Ben Chavis founded and led the Ameri-
can Indian Public Charter School in Oakland, Calif. The highly unorthodox principal and his school
were hailed as an “education miracle” by Gov. Arnold Schwarzenegger after it was transformed
from a failing school into one of the best in the nation.

Dr. Chavis told the story of his school and philosophy in “Crazy Like A Fox: One Principal’s Triumph
in the Inner City.”

The golden rule he set out for his students: “If you act like a winner, you'll be treated like a win-
ner. If you act like a fool, you'll be treated like a fool.” Dr. Chavis challenged his students to do
better and, among other methods, used peer pressure to that end.

Dr. Chavis comes from a long line of Native American educators in Robeson County. His great,
great uncle Anderson Locklear, was one of the first Native American teachers. Locklear Hall at
UNCP is named for him.

Ag Program. Students learned about many specific topics ranging from
starting a sustainable Ag business to producing marketable items. A
couple of the students did receive the opportunity to have plastic beds
installed on their property (compliments of Ms. Grace Summers of NC
A&T State University). Plasticulture will increase their production almost
five (5) times depending on the product. As a result of the program,
we have developed a local tailgate market. This market is located at the
West Building or the Distance Education bldg. (http://www.uncp.edu/
map/west_office_bldg.htm) or as most locals remember it as the
Chicken Hut. The market will continue to operate as long as we have
produce to sell. Currently, the market is only operating every other
Thursday from 7am -11am. (Next open market will be 4/19/11) As the
demand increases, the market will open every Thursday. We are still
adjusting signs, time, and advertising as needed. Please share this
information with as many people as possible so the market can grow
and provide local/fresh produce to the community, as well as a viable
source of income to our small farmers. The Sustainable Ag. Program
will begin again in July, 2011 and train approximately 20 more potential
farmers.

The American Cancer Society Relay For Life is a life-changing event that gives every-

one in communi-
ties across the

celebrate the lives }
of people who
have battled can-
cer, remember
loved ones lost,
and fight back
against the dis-
ease. At Relay,
teams of people
camp out at a
local high school,
park, or fair-
ground and take
turns walking or
running around a
track or path. Each team is asked to have a representative on the track at all times
during the event. Because cancer never sleeps, Relays are overnight events up to 24
hours in length.

Relay began in 1985 when Dr. Gordy Klatt, a colorectal surgeon in Tacoma, Washing-
ton, ran and walked around a track for 24 hours to raise money for the American
Cancer Society. Since then, Relay has grown from a single man’s passion to fight can-
cer into the world’s largest movement to end the disease. Each year, more than 3.5
million people in 5,000 communities in the United States, along with additional com-
munities in 20 other countries, gather to take part in this global phenomenon and
raise much-needed funds and awareness to save lives from cancer. Thanks to Relay
participants, the American Cancer Society continues to save lives.

UNCP Relay for Life was help April 8-9, 2011. There was a great turnout. The first
Relay For Life of UNCP was held in April 2007 and has become a much anticipated
campus event since that time. The Relay events held on UNCP's campus are largely
student driven and provide a unique and intimate atmosphere that students, faculty
and staff have come to embrace since it's inception nearly five years ago.

Illya Chavis Lindsey was one of the 36 cancer survivors that walked in unison to the
lyrics "Eye of the Tiger" from the band Survivor, onlookers and supporters cheered
and shouted words of encouragement. She was on the team for UNCP Alumni.
